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Death threats against guest of the Hamburg Foundation for Politically Persecuted Persons 

A “counselor“ and former member of the intelligence unit of the Ukrainian army’s 92nd Brigade has publicly called for the murder of award-winning Ukrainian TV journalist Aleksei Bobrovnikov and others.

The only acceptable response to the “feverish fantasies of perverts and dirtbags Tuka, Matios, Kasyanov, Kulik and their dog and a thief Aleksei Bobrovnikov”, wrote the decorated officer Leonid Maslov on his Facebook page: „They must die. And sooner, then they think.“

For the past 11 months, Aleksei Bobrovnikov has been a guest with the Hamburg Foundation for Politically Persecuted Persons.

In the course of his research on the front lines in Eastern Ukraine, he discovered that Ukrainian elite units were involved in trading contraband with the Russian military and separatists. Following the violent deaths of several of his sources, Bobrovnikov received death threats himself and was forced to flee from his home country. The results of his research against members of the 92nd Brigade were ignored by the military prosecution in Kiev. Instead, investigations against all suspects were suddenly stopped in October. 

The Hamburg Foundation for Politically Persecuted Persons is appalled at this public call for murder of our guest Aleksei Bobrovnikov and others. We expect that the responsible authorities of the Ukraine, an EU partner state, will initiate investigations against Leonid Maslov.

The security agencies in charge of the Free and Hanseatic City of Hamburg have been informed.

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'Yesterday all the accusations against my brothers-in-arms were dropped, accusations based on feverish fantasies of perverts and dirtbags Tuka, Matios, Kasyanov, Kulik and their dog and a thief Aleksei Bobrovnikov.

Two people with an absolute alibi. Not a single proof of a crazy fake from above-mentioned piggish-eyed cocks who had invented a myth that the fighters on the frontline are trading with tons of drugs, fill their pockets and kill each other for cash.

Finely dressed well-fed kissers with the watches that cost a price of 10 night-vision goggles who speak the seemingly righteous things in front of the cameras of Bobrovnikov-like prostitutes amidst barking of Tuka-like whores.

…

The case of a non-existing contraband and murders of our brothers by the fighters of my 92nd brigade was their masterpiece. It was their hot desire to prove to everyone that the civil respect ... suddenly vanished in times of war and that now they had to re-conquer it from the hated usurpers — the soldiers, who risk their lives.

They had to regain their world, where the lack of brains and bravery is compensated with the absence of conscience.

But it all looks extremely loathing. We already can tell the truth from fake and to fight for our future. The domestic occupation of novoriches will end soon. 

These occupants must die. And sooner, then they think.
